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Following publication of the original article [1], the au-
thor flagged that two sets of errors had unfortunately
been missed during production of the article.

Firstly, in the ‘Results’ of the article’s Abstract it read
“(0.02, 95% C1,0.00-0.05)", while it should read “(0.02,
95% CI: 0.00-0.05)”.

Secondly, in Table 2 of the article, in the 4th and 5th
columns, it read “> 1 parent self-employed agriculture”
and “> 1 parent earning wages agriculture”, respectively.
However, the “>” symbol in these two columns should
instead be “>”, to signify ‘1 or more parents; rather than
‘more than 1 parent’.
